The development manager for the Cornish language partnership Jenefer Lowe who 

led the class, outlined the history of the language and the recent agreement on a 

standard written form. She said, ‘All languages evolve and change and Cornish is no 

exception, there have been many versions, but now a version has been agreed by 

one and all.”  

“Cornish is currently taught to some degree in three secondary schools and a 

number of primaries.”
